Ser v. Estar

Person Ser Estar

I am soy estoy
You (singular) are eres estas
He/She/It is es estd
We are somos estamos
You (all) are sois estais
They are son estan




Ser v. Estar

I am happy because the hotel is big

Location/position Estd en Inglaterra - it is in England

Temporary states - mood, health Esta contenta - she is happy
